Boundary Waters Senior High Packing List
Presbyterian Camp on Okoboji

□ Bible, Pen/Pencil (in a Ziploc bag)
□ Comfortable Shoes (at least one pair of closed-toed for canoeing/portaging that can get wet.)  Need one pair of dry shoes for campsite.
(  5-6 pairs of socks to keep feet dry and warm
□ Toiletries

□ Sleeping Bag for campout (twin sized linens may be used in cabins)

□ Pillow (you will not use this on the campout).
□ Towels (including towels for the beach)

□ Swim Suit (girls, one piece or a t-shirt to cover)

□ A change of clothes for each day at camp (2-3 t-shirts, long sleeve shirt, sweatshirt, 1 pair shorts, 1 pair pants, 3-4 pair undergarments while camping).  They key to packing clothing is layering and choosing good fabric.  Cotton is good for hot weather but will lose its insulating ability once wet.  We suggest items made of polyester, polypropylene, or nylon.  You are not expected to purchase a new wardrobe for the trip!.
(  Lightweight jacket
□ Flashlight

□ Bug Spray
□ Rain Jacket/Poncho
(  Bandana/Hat/Cap
□ Sunscreen
□ A small duffle bag or back pack to pack for the Boundary Waters separately
This is a basic list of essentials – you may choose to bring more or less, however, keep in mind that you will not only be carrying everything you pack, but also all the group equipment (tents, cooking supplies, food, etc.) and canoes through every portage.  The lighter the packs are, the easier the trip will be.
All of your belongings (excluding the sleeping bag) should fit in a backpack no bigger than a regular school book bag.  Remember the above listings include what you will pack and wear into the Boundary Waters AND what you will need while here at the Camp.
BRING BOXES of CEREAL for our food pantry mission project, if you wish to participate
What not to bring…

· Cell Phones

· CD Players, iPods, MP3 Players, etc.

· Game Boys, PSPs, etc.

· Snacks (food is not allowed in cabins due to threat of pests)

· Suggestive Clothing with inappropriate or offensive slogans (campers will be asked to change)

· Knives with a blade of over 3 inches

· Firearms or fireworks

· Alcohol, Tobacco, Illegal Drugs

· Personal Sports Equipment

· Animals or Pets

*If any of these items are found in the possession of a camper, the item will be confiscated and given to the parent at Check-Out.
What activities to expect at camp…

· Bible Study and Worship

· Swimming, Canoeing, Kayaking

· Low Challenge Course

· Cabin Clean Up, Setting and Cleaning the Table during meals

· Bonfires
